This document provides you with key information about this investment product. It is not marketing material.  The information is required by
law to help you understand the nature, risks, costs, potential gains and losses of this product and to help you compare it with other products.
Product
BlackRock Tactical Opportunities Fund  (the “Fund”),  Class D Hedged Accu GBP  (the "Share Class"),  ISIN: IE00BK4PZT43,  is  authorised in
Ireland and manufactured by BlackRock Asset Management Ireland Limited (the “Manager”) which is part of the BlackRock, Inc group.
The Manager is authorised in Ireland and regulated by the Central Bank of Ireland (the “CBI”) and the CBI is responsible for supervising the
Manager in relation to this Key Information Document.

What is this product?
Type:  The  Fund  is  a  sub-fund  of  BlackRock  Funds  I  ICAV,  an  Irish  collective  asset-management  vehicle  constituted  as  an  umbrella  fund  in
Ireland, authorised by the Central Bank of Ireland as a Undertaking for Collective Investment in Transferable Securities (“UCITS”).
Term: The Fund does not have a fixed term of existence or maturity period but in certain circumstances, as described in the Fund prospectus,
the Fund may be unilaterally terminated following written notice to unitholders subject to compliance with the Fund prospectus and applicable
regulation.
Objectives

The  Fund  seeks  to  achieve  a  positive  absolute  return  on  your  investment  through  a  combination  of  capital  growth  and  income  with  a
limited correlation to market movements.
The Fund has a flexible approach to asset allocation and will seek to gain exposure across a variety of asset classes. In order to achieve its
objective  the  Fund  will  invest  globally  in  equity  securities  (e.g.  shares),  equity-related  (ER)  securities,  fixed  income  (FI)  securities  (e.g.
bonds), FI-related securities, money market instruments (MMIs) (e.g. debt instruments with short-term maturities), asset backed securities
(ABS)  and  mortgage-backed  securities  (MBS)  (i.e.  financial  securities  backed  by  cash  flows  from  debt),  deposits,  cash  and  other  funds
(including  exchange  traded  funds).  The  FI  securities  and  MMIs  may  be  issued  by  governments,  government  agencies,  companies  and
supranationals  (e.g.  the  International  Bank for  Reconstruction and Development)  globally  and may include investments  with  a  relatively
low  credit  rating  or  which  are  unrated.  The  Investment  Manager  (IM)  will  use  a  combination  of  systematic  (i.e.  rule  based)  models  and
discretionary investment techniques. The IM seeks to identify investment opportunities across a global investment universe according to
the  macroeconomic  categories  of  'growth'  (focusing  on  assets  with  attractive  exposure  to  economic  growth),  ‘inflation’  (focusing  on  FI
securities with attractive real rates of return), ‘policy’ (focusing on countries with monetary policy regimes with a tendency to take steps to
stimulate economic growth) and ‘pricing’ (focusing on attractively priced assets globally).
The Fund will take into account environment, social and governance criteria when selecting investments as disclosed in the prospectus. For
further  details  please  refer  to  the  prospectus.  The  Fund  may  have  indirect  exposure  (e.g.  through  FDIs  and  other  funds)  to  issuers  with
exposures that are inconsistent with the IM’s ESG analysis.
The IM may use financial derivative instruments (FDIs) (i.e. investments the prices of which are based on one or more underlying assets) to
help achieve the Fund’s investment objective and may thereby generate market leverage (i.e. market exposure in excess of the value of its
assets). A significant proportion of the Fund’s portfolio may consist of FDIs on a daily basis.
The Fund is actively managed. The IM has discretion to select the Fund’s investments.
The Fund invests in fixed income securities, equity securities and collective investment schemes and so the value of your investment may
be affected by the factors which impact the value of those asset classes.
The return on your investment in the Fund is directly related to the value of the underlying assets of the Fund, less costs (see “What are the
costs?” below).
The relationship between the return on your investment, how it is impacted and the period for which you hold your investment is considered
below (see “How long should I hold it and can I take my money out early?”).
The depositary of the Fund is J.P. Morgan SE – Dublin Branch.

Your shares will be accumulating shares (i.e. dividend income will be included in their value).
The  Fund’s  base  currency  is  US  Dollar.  Shares  for  this  class  are  bought  and  sold  in  Sterling.  The  performance  of  your  shares  may  be
affected by this currency difference.
Your shares will be “hedged” with the aim of reducing the effect of exchange rate fluctuations between their denominated currency and the
base currency of the Fund. FDIs, including FX forward contracts, will be used for currency hedging purposes. The hedging strategy may not
completely eliminate currency risk and, therefore, may affect the performance of your shares.
You can buy and sell your shares daily. The minimum initial investment for this share class is US$5,000 or other currency equivalent.

Intended retail  investor:  This  Fund is  intended for  retail  investors  (i)  with knowledge and/or  experience of  these types of  products,  (ii)  that
have obtained appropriate investment advice and (iii) that have the ability to bear losses up to the amount they have invested in the Fund (see

What happens if BlackRock Asset Management Ireland Limited is unable to pay out?
The  assets  of  the  Fund  are  held  in  safekeeping  by  its  depositary,  J.P.  Morgan  SE  –  Dublin  Branch  (the  “Depositary”).  In  the  event  of  the
insolvency of the Manager, the Fund’s assets in the safekeeping of the Depositary will not be affected. However, in the event of the Depositary’s
insolvency, or someone acting on its behalf, the Fund may suffer a financial loss. However, this risk is mitigated to a certain extent by the fact
the Depositary is required by law and regulation to segregate its own assets from the assets of the Fund. The Depositary will also be liable to
the  Fund  and  the  investors  for  any  loss  arising  from,  among  other  things,  its  negligence,  fraud  or  intentional  failure  properly  to  fulfil  its
obligations (subject to certain limitations).

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What are the costs?
