What	is	this	product?

Objec�ves:	

Type: Shares of a Sub-Fund of CPR Invest, a SICAV.  
 
Term:	 This Sub-Fund matures on 29/02/2028. The Management Company
may terminate the fund by liquida�on or merger with another fund in
accordance with legal requirements. 

The investment objec�ve is to achieve income and capital
apprecia�on over a recommended holding period of 5 years by building a
“buy and watch” diversified credit por�olio, which contributes to the
European recovery and resilience, while integra�ng Environmental, Social and
Governance (E, S, and G - or, when taken together, ESG) criteria in the
investment process. 
This Compartment will launch on 27 February 2023 or such earlier or later
date as the Management Company may determine (the "Launch Date") and
will mature on 29 February 2028 (the "Maturity Date"). 
  
To achieve this, the Compartment aims to select securi�es of companies
ac�ve in economic sectors that have a direct or indirect link with Europe’s
resilience and/or that contribute to Europe’s economic autonomy and
development such as Food, Healthcare, Industrials, Energy, Digital, Defense…
The Management Company integrates a sustainable approach by excluding
companies based on the following : 
- worst overall ESG ra�ngs; 
- high ESG controversies; 
 
The Compartment seeks to achieve an ESG score of its por�olio greater than
that of its reference index or investment universe. 
  
The Compartment is mainly invested in Euro and US dollar-denominated
bonds issued by public (government, suprana�onal, local/interna�onal public
bodies) and private issuers incorporated, headquartered or having their
principal business ac�vi�es in the European Union. 
The Compartment invests at least 50% in securi�es rated ”Investment Grade”. 

The Compartment can be invested up to 50% of its assets in securi�es rated
“Specula�ve Grade”. 
The Compartment's investments may include, but are not limited to,
subordinated bonds, senior bonds, preferred securi�es and perpetual bonds
(within a limit of 25% of its assets for perpetual bonds). The Sub-Fund may
invest up to 25% in corporate hybrid bonds. 
  
Deriva�ve instruments will be used for hedging, arbitrage, exposure purposes
and/or efficient por�olio management. 
  
The Compartment is ac�vely managed and is not managed in reference to a
benchmark. 
  
The Compartment  is a  financial product  that promotes  ESG characteris�cs
pursuant to Ar�cle 8 of the Disclosure Regula�on.
