The Fund is managed by Invesco Management S.A., part of the Invesco Group.

- The objective of the Fund is to achieve long-term capital growth.
- The Fund invests primarily in shares of Indian companies.
- The Fund will make significant investments through a wholly owned Mauritian subsidiary to utilise tax efficient means.
- The Fund is actively managed within its objectives and is not constrained by a benchmark.
- On demand, you may buy and sell your shares on any Business Day in Luxembourg (as defined in the prospectus of the Umbrella Fund

(the "Prospectus")).
- Any income from your investment will be paid to you annually.
- Recommendation: This Fund may not be appropriate if you plan to withdraw your money within 5 years.

Objectives and Investment Policy

n The risk category above is not a measure of capital loss or
gains, but of how significant the rises and falls in the Share
Class price have been historically.

n For example a share class whose price has experienced
significant rises and falls will be in a higher risk category,
whereas, a share class whose price has experienced less
significant rises and falls will be in a lower risk category.

n The lowest risk category does not mean a risk free
investment.

n As the Share Class risk category has been calculated using
historical data, it may not be a reliable indication of the
Share Class future risk profile.

n The Share Class is in risk category 7 as its price has
experienced extensive rises and falls historically.

n Please note that the Share Class risk category may change
in the future.

n The value of investments, and income from them, can go down as well
as up and you may not get back the full amount you invested.

n Shares of companies are generally considered high risk investments,
and may result in fluctuations of the value of the Fund due to external
factors.

n As a large portion of the Fund is invested in less developed countries,
you should be prepared to accept significantly large fluctuations of the
value of the Fund.

n As this Fund is invested in a particular geographical region, you should
be prepared to accept greater fluctuations of the value of the Fund
than for a fund with a broader geographical investment mandate.

n The Fund may use derivatives (complex instruments) in an attempt to
reduce the overall risk of its investments or reduce the costs of
investing, although this may not be achieved.

n The Fund’s performance may be adversely affected by variations in
the exchange rates between the base currency of the Fund and the
currencies in which the investments are made.
