The Company is managed by Lord Abbett (Ireland) Ltd. (the "Manager")

The investment objective is to seek a high current income and the
opportunity for capital appreciation to produce a high total return.

The Fund pursues its investment objective by investing at least 80%
of its assets in fixed or floating rate bonds, debentures and other
fixed income securities.

Generally the Fund’s assets will be invested in a combination of U.S.
investment grade and below investment grade (“High Yield”) debt
securities, convertible securities (fixed-income securities and equities
that can be exchanged for a specific amount of another type of
security) and non-U.S. (including emerging market) securities, any of
which may be corporate oré;overnmental. Substantially all of the
Fund’s assets may invested in any one of these types of instruments
provided: (i) at least 20% of the assets are invested in a combination
of investment grade debt, U.S. government securities and cash
equivalent securities; and (ii) investment in non-U.S. debt securities
does not exceed 20% of the assets.

In addition to those mentioned above, the other fixed income
securities the Fund invests in may include senior loans (limited to
10% of assets) and mortgage-backed, mortgage-related and other
asset-backed securities. The Fund may also hold equity securities in
cases where the Fund held convertible securities and exercised a
conversion option or held debt securities and received such equity
instead of payment of interest or repayment of the principal amount
or otherwise as part of any default or any capital restructuring of an
investment.
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The Fund is in cate?o 4, as it invests in a combination of investment
grade and High Yield debt securities, convertible securities, non-U.S.
securities and equity securities, which may result in higher levels of price
fluctuation than if it invested in only investment grade debt securities.
The risk indicator was calculated using simulated data and may not be a
reliable indication of the future risk profile of the Fund.

In ursuing_its investment objective the Fund will be exposed to additional
risks including without limitation:

Credit Risk: the failure of a counterparty or an issuer of a financial
asset held within the Fund to meet its payment obligations will have a
negative impact on the Fund.

High Yield Risk: High Yield securities typically pay a higher level of
income but generally involve greater credit risk and sensitivity to
economic developments than investment grade debt securities.

Mortgage and Asset-Backed Securities Risk: impairment of the
value of_und_erlxlng assets of mortgage-backed securities may result in
a reduction in the value of the security and a financial loss to the Fund.

Liquidity Risk: there may be insufficient buyers or sellers to allow the
Fund to buy or sell certain types of securities readily.

Issuer Risk: the issuer of a security may fail to pay interest or principal
on time, or negative market perceptions of an issuer’s ability to make
such payments could cause the security to decline in value causing a
financial loss to the Fund.

The Fund selects securities using a bottom-up analysis of an issuer’s
management quality, credit risk, relative market position and industry
dynamics, as well as an evaluation of conditions within the broader
economy.

The Fund may invest in financial derivative instruments (“FDIs”),
which are two-party contracts whose values depend on the rise and
fall of an underlying reference asset or index. The fund may use FDIs
to seek to enhance returns, to attempt to hedge some of its
investment risk, to manage portfolio duration, or as a substitute for
holding the underlying reference asset on which the FDI is based.
Leverage of up to 100% of assets may be obtained using FDI.

Any income less expenses realised will only be distributed to
investors in distributing classes and will be accumulated in the net
asset value per share for accumulation classes.

The Fund is actively managed. It uses the Bloomberg Barclays U.S.
Ag%regate Bond Index as a ‘comparator benchmark’ to compare
performance of the Fund against, but which is not used to constrain
portfolio composition or as a target for the performance of the Fund.
Investors can redeem shares each day (except Saturdays, Sundays,
and normal bank holidays) on which banks in Dublin and New Yor
are open for regular business.

Convertible Securities Risk: convertible securities expose the Fund
to the risk the issuer of the fixed-income portion of the security may fail
to meet its obllgatlons as well as the performance of the underlying
stock into which it can be converted.

Share Currency Designation Risk: the performance of any unhedged
classes may be affected by changes in the exchange rates between
the currency denomination of any non-USD denominated unhedged
class and the USD, the currency in which the Fund is denominated, as
the Investment Manager will not purchase financial instruments to
mitigate any such exchange rate fluctuations.
